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Activity 2

You will need:

e one copy of Worksheet 1 for each child
e one copy of Worksheet 2 for each child (optional)
e coloured crayons, pencils or markers

Instructions:

1 Distribute Worksheet 1 to your students.

2 Ask them to look at the pictures and copy the correct word under each.
3 Explain that they have to find the words in the wordsearch

4 Ask the children to colour the words as they find them.

5 Ask them to copy the remaining (uncoloured) letters onto the dashes at the bottom of
the page. They should work from left to right and top to bottom. As they do this, they

will uncover a Halloween joke.

Key:

What did one ghost say to another? Do you believe in people?

Optional extension activity

Give the children a copy of Worksheet 2. Read through the questions with them to check
they understand them (note that some of the language used may be a little difficult, but
the illustrations and your guidance should make it possible for them to do this activity).
Then read through the answers and do the same. Ask them to join the questions and

answers.
